Articulated collection of monographic exhibitions and publications of a volume dedicated to Tarshito’s 30th anniversary of expressive activity; the general project puts together the iconographical patrimony, the expressive technical experiences and a large amount of aesthetical-critical material which takes place through the three great sections of painting, of sculpture, to then specify the values of specific collections such as the Great Musical Instruments, the Vases, the Rugs and the Tapestries.

Particularly evident in the aesthetic quality of the manufactured article, the fascinating expressive technologies harvested and learnt by Tarshito in North Africa and the cultural vastness of India are revisited, in Italy they then find moments of expressive confirmation and consolidation. 

Throughout this journey and process of creation between cultures and techniques in art he affirms the unitary and winding value of a common religious spirit, the individual’s aspiration to the spiritual perfection of one’s being and in this point of view each exhibition will also have an intimate and intense value for a careful and sensitive fruition. 

A great anthropological exhibition devoted to both Tarshito’s art and his pieces, pictures and sculptures, vases and manufactured articles, that will go to show him, with specific importance laid on perception, held inside the architectural space of the Trani Castle; a real environment characterized by exemplary spatial rigor for the exhibitive development of contemporary art and aesthetical and philosophical-theological thought.
In this artistic-contemporary vein the artistic direction of this entire exhibitative project and publishing is entrusted to Professor Andrea Del Guercio, for his specific role as Director of the Department of Art and Anthropology of the Sacred One at the Academy of Fine Arts in Brera and Milan; with this same perspective, the volume to which has already been referred will also include an essay by Mons. Pierangelo Sequeri, illustrious theologian and Deputy Director of the prestigious Theological Faculty in Milan.
